IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
FOR: EXCALIBUR MANUAL SAFETY CROSSBOWS

1. Lile most quality firearms, your new EXCALIBURCROSSBOWoOmes
equipped witha manually engaged safety catch .

Thissystem is stronger and more reliable than an automatic safety
under hunting conditions, but requires your attention to move it to the
safe (down) position when the crossbowiscock ed.

Immediately upon cocking the crossbow you must set the safety,
before removing yourfoot from the stirrup to pickitup.

Never disengage the safety catch untilyou are ready to shoot and the
bow ispointed in a safe direction. Be sureto re-engage the safety if you
do not shoot!

2. Alwaysremember to treat your crossbow withthe same respect due
any sportingarm. Itcan be dangerous and deadly ifmishandled .

3. Alwayscheck your crossbow thoroughly for worn, loose, damaged
or missing parts prior to shooting. Thiswill help you avoid malfunctions
and possibleinjuryto you, yourcrossbow, or someone else.

VD
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MAINTENANCE

1. Occasional lubrication of your trigger mechanism is necessary,
especially ifyou are usingyourcrossbow in wet conditions. UseWD-40 or
a similar lubricant, applying through the safety slot and into the trigger
area.

2. Make sureto treat all fastenerswith oil to prevent corrosion.

3. Application of Excalibur Crossbow Sewning Wax (#2009) to the

centre serving of the stringwillgreatly lengthen the life expectancy

of yourcrossbow string do not apply directly to the mainframe .

4. Periodically inspect all fasteners to be sure that they have not

vibrated loose from firing, especially those holding sights scope
mounts, or sightpins.

5. Thetwo lines scribed on to the top of your mainframe or rail are
designed asa guide for stringbrace height. ldeally, your stringshould sit
somewhere between these lines It is acceptable for the stringto sit
above the top line when a new stringisinstalled asitwillstretchwithuse.

6. Ifyourcrossbowisnot used foran extended period of time you may
choose to unstringit. Unstringingyour crossbow willrelax the limbs and

increase their life expectancy. Always remove the dissipator
pads(#1991) when unstringing your crossbow.

WARRANTY

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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS contd.

4. Neverdry fire your crossbow. Thiscan damage yourcrossbowand
willvoid yourwarranty.

5. Never point your crossbow at anything you do not intend to shoot.
After cocking your crossbow always ensure that the safety is properly
engaged immediately .

6. Neverrelease the safety untilyou are ready to shoot.

7. Do not attempt to modify the safety or trigger mechanism in any
way.

8. Never shoot any projectile in your crossbhow other than crossbow
arrowsdesigned specifically for use with your crossbow, with an overall
length of 20 inches or over and a minimum weight of 350 grain (325
grain minimum for Vixen only).

9. Alwaysunstringyourbow ifitisto be exposed to extreme heat, such
as in an enclosed automobile or trunkon a hot day. Excessiveheat
may damage the limbs of yourcrossbow. Ifyourcrossbow has dissipator
bars installed, the pads must be removed before the crossbow is
unstrung to avoid damage.

10. Replace the bow stringas soon as it showsany significant sign of
wear.

11. Besureof yourtarget. Whenhunting, keep in mind that bowhunters
and crosshow huntersdressin camouflage clothing and are difficult to
identify.

12. Beforeshooting, be surethe crossbowlimbs willnot strilke a tree limb
orother obstacle .

13. Inspect your arrows regularly for signs of wear, splits dents or
anything that might weaken them. Tremendous stressis placed on
crossbow arrows as they are released and damaged arrows could
break causing possible injury to your crossbow or the shooter.

14. Ifyou are carrying hunting broadheads , carry them in such a way
that the sharp edges do not cause a threat to the shooter. Be surethey
are covered completely .

15. Neverplace any part of yourbody into the path of the stringor limb
travel when your crossbow is cocked. Be sure that your fingers and
thumb are below the crossbows deck before every shot.




ASSEMBLY

Please refer to drawings below and Instructional DVD as a
guide when assembling yournew crossbow.

1. Mount the limb system by using the two 5/16" Flat Allen
Cap Screws withthe large washersin place .

2. Usingtwo 1/4" round head bolts, mount stirrupto front of
riseras seen below.

3. Attach frontand rear sightsusingappropriate screwswhich
are provided. Thefront sight mounts by sliding it on the riser
dovetail and securing it with the windage setscrew, use allen
wrench provided .

4. Visuallyinspect the crossbowand check all fastenersto be
surethey are tight. Get in the habit of a quick visualinspection
before each outing.

MINUS 10
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SIGHTING YOUR CROSSBOW

1. When sighting in, we recommend that you take your firstshots at
close range (about 10 yards). Be sureyou have a suitable target and a
reliable backstop in case you overshoot your mark orin case yourarrow
passesthrough the target.

2. After your crossbow is shouldered and pointed down range, you
must take the safety off by moving the safety lever upward. Your
crossbowisnow ready to fire.

NOTE: Be sure that your fingers and thumb are below the
crossbow deck to preventinjury.

3. Atthispoint, shoot several arrows and determine point of impact .
You are now ready to make sight adjustments so that the rear sightand
frontsightwillbe inline withyour point of impact .

4. Afibre-optic aperture sightisincluded withyourcrossbow. Seepage
3formounting instructions

To adjust the windage , simply slide the sighton the dovetail and tighten
the set screw when desired position is acquired. The elevation
adjustment is achieved by sliding the sight up or down on its mount,
tighten the elevation locking screwwhen youreach desired elevation.
Hrstsight the fibre-optic dot usingthe method above . Once sighted in
you will be able to shoot accurately not only at this distance, but by
using the top and bottom posts you can compensate for the arrows
trajectory.

5. Forthe bestaccuracy from yourExcaliburCrossbowwe recommend
using the ExcaliburBoltcutter (#6670) broadheads which are included
in your “Right Stuff’ accessory package. If you wish to use a
mechanical style broadhead we recommend the Excalibur X-ACT
(#6672).

5. Engage the safety lever immediately when the string is properly
secured by the string latch.

6. Place a proper arrow in the flight groove with one fletching down.
Slide the bolt towards the trigger assembly under the arrow hold down
springarm, untilthe end cap touches the string

7. Your crossbow is how loaded and must be handled with extreme
caution . Do not point the crossbow at anything you do not intend to
shoot.

If you ever wishto uncock your crossbow without firing the arrow, the
following stepsare recommended:

REMEMBER, NEVER DRY FIRE YOUR CROSSBOW!

UNCOCKING YOUR CROSSBOW BY HAND

A. Remove arrow. Notremoving the arrow can cause serious injury

B. Place foot firmlyinto stirrup

C. Grasp stringinsame position as when cocking crossbow.

D. Move safetyto fire position.

E. Putenough tension on stringto liftit off of the latch sothat the stringwill
not slipout of yourhands when the triggerispulled.

F. Sliprightthumb into trigger guard and release trigger. Besureto keep
firm grip on stringto keep itfrom slipping out of your hands, let stringslide
down barrelto fired position.

G. Thigechnique willrequire some practice before itistriedinthe field.

MANUALLY STRINGING YOUR CROSSBOW

1. Standing on a soft suface (carpet, grass),with the bow aligned,

sights away from your body, insert yourfoot through the stirrup and slip
one stringloop onto one limb.

2. Grasp the other side of the limb with both hands very close to the

end, keeping the other stringloop between one thumb and the limb.

3. Usingthe stirrupas a pivot and putting most of yourweight on the foot

in the stirruplean away from the limb which you have grasped, and use
yourweight to flexthe limb towards the bow's stock.

4. Pushthe stringonto the limb when itisflexed far enough to permit this

CAUTION: Do not push on stock to permit stringing, as this can
damage your stock.

Note: Use of an Excalibur Crossbow Stringer (#2096) will greatly ease
the stringing of your crossbow as shown below. Watch Instructional
DVD for details of use.

MANUALLY LOADING YOUR CROSSBOW

1. Priorto cocking, place the safety in the red "F"or upward "fire"
position. Pull the trigger to ensure itisready to accept the string Ifyou
cannot pull the trigger, the safety isstillengaged and must be put into
the upward position.

2. Place your foot completely through the stirrup Grasp the stringin
each hand nextto both sidesof the mainframe . Learn to use yourhands
as guides nextto the mainframe to center the stringeach time you load

ordraw itback . Centering the stringconsistentlywillgive you proper right
to left accuracy . Note: Be sure to insert your foot far enough into the
stirrup so that the crossbow cannot slip off your foot when cocking, as
this can cause serious harm to you.

3. With the safety in the upward or fire position and your arms locked,
pull the string back by standing straight up until you hear a click in the
trigger housing.

4. Afterthe stringisdrawn back, relax stringtension slightlyto be sure
that the stringisheld securely by the stringlatch. Ifthe stringisnot held

securely, pullback again untilyou hear the click inthe trigger housing.

Note:

Using either the (#2195) Rope
or (#2094) Crankaroo Cocking
Aids ensures proper string
alignment and reduces

the draw weight by 50% or
more. Watch your Instructional
DVD for details on the use

of both cocking aids.
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
